Once the lifeblood of every country town, these grand old watering holes continue to be
the focus for social life and reminders of local history.

Scattered across the region from Beerwah in the south to Kin Kin in the north, the historic pubs are
more than just old buildings - they are the heart and soul of local character and village identity. They
have played many roles over their long history. Some served the Cobb and Co route or provided lodging
for the timber getters, while others fed the fortune seekers on their way to the Gympie gold fields.

Today, the pubs contribute greatly to the character and appeal of the hinterland towns and have
become vibrant community hubs for socialising, dining and entertainment.
